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PROGRESS 

On the Corner of Church and State

Two topics of conversation inevitably lead to conflict, religion and politics.  Iôm going to take a 

chance and talk about both.  If you canôt talk about religion or politics there isnôt much left to talk 

about. 

 

There has been a historical concern regarding the religious denomination of candidates in the past.  

The fact that John F. Kennedy was a practicing Roman Catholic was considered a liability.  Some 

considered him unelectable.  The Evangelical Christian roots of Presidents Jimmy Carter and George W. Bush also raised 

concerns among those of other affiliations.  Our current President, Barak Obama, came under close scrutiny because there 

was some question as to whether he might be a closet Muslim. 

 

These choices of candidates have been between members of different Christian denominations.  The prevailing wisdom 

states that it would be impossible at the current time for a non-Christian to be elected as President.  Whether or not the 

United States should be characterized as a Christian nation, the voting public has a deeply Christian affiliation. 

 

In this yearôs election a new wrinkle arises.  Is a Mormon electable?  At the time of this writing, the front runner for the 

Republican nomination is Mitt Romney.  John Huntsman who is running further back in the pack is also a Mormon.  For 

some the issue centers on the question of whether or not Mormons are Christians.  Mormons self identify as Christians as 

the name Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints.  To a large degree Mormon beliefs are indistinguishable from other 

Christian denominations.  The specters of unorthodox beliefs such as baptism after death, eternal marriage, and polygamy 

(now banned) are enough in some peopleôs minds to disqualify them as true Christians.  These widely held suspicions 

could have a negative impact on Romney and other Mormon candidates in the future. 

 

There is a way around these political roadblocks for Christian voters.  We can erase the religious affiliation of the candi-

dates we are considering from our list of qualifications.  More important for us to learn than a candidateôs denominational 

affiliation is their stands on the important issues of the day, some of which may concern religious and moral components.  

To paraphrase Martin Luther King Jr. we can judge them not on the church they attend but on the content of their character 

and their ability to lead.  Iôd rather vote for an atheist with moral values than a Christian with-

out. 

 

What all of this really means is that responsible voting takes a lot of work. Because we cannot 

rely on simple labels like Christian or Mormon to make our decision, it will be necessary for us 

to really learn what the candidates stand for.  In the end being an informed responsible voter is 

being a Christian voter.

Dear friends in Christ, 
 
The group began a conversation in the middle of last summer.  We didnôt 
know what it meant.  We didnôt know what to expect.  We didnôt know 
each other very well.  We just knew we needed to have a conversation. 
 
The group was an ecumenical gathering of local representatives from 
churches in Janesville, mostly pastors, but not exclusively, and adminis-
trators from the Janesville School District.  We met at the Educational 
Services Center just to wonder together what could we do as congrega-
tions to support our school district.  My sense is this was a wonderful ges-
ture which has a blessing both to our educators in Janesville and to our 
church faith communities. 
 
We have continued to meet monthly for about an hour.  One of the results of the conversation has been a part-
nership or pairing with a school in the neighborhood of the congregation.   We, at First Lutheran, are partnered 
with two schools; Adams Elementary School and Craig High School. 
 
I have had several conversations with the principals of both schools about how we can support the students, 
staff, and facility of each school.  Thus far, we have assisted Craig High School in establishing a closet for stu-
dents who are either homeless or whose families are having a hard time.  The needs are on-going for bus to-
kens, microwavable foods, warm clothes, stockings, toiletries, etc.   We have assisted well to this point and will 
continue to add to the closet on a continuing basis. 
 
Our partnership with Adams School is just getting established.  We have brought a number of pairs of stockings 
for the teachers to give to students who donôt have them or theirs are well worn or wet.  We have a volunteer 
for auditing the breakfast books.  Our breakfast club, which has been serving Adams for many years, continues 
to serve students one week a month.   As we get more towards spring and summer there will probably be op-
portunity for us to assist with grounds upkeep (particularly flower beds) and perhaps some inside painting. 
 
Both schools can always use volunteers to read to students, one-on-one mentoring, and lunch buddies.  The 
more healthy adult relationships a student has, the better their educational experience will be.  If you would like 
more information about volunteering, please let me know. 
 
As this on-going conversation continues, I am sure there will be more opportunity for us to be a great partner to 
each of these schools.  I am thankful I have been a part of the conversations thus far. 
 
There is something we can all doé.pray.  We can hold our Janesville teachers and administrators in our 
prayers.  We can pray for our students and their families.  We can never underestimate the power of our 
prayers, lives are changed when we lift our voices to our God in prayer. 
 
I will continue to let you know how the conversation unfolds and update you on the partnership with Adams Ele-

mentary School and Craig High School.

Transforming dorms into homes 

While a student at Luther College, an ELCA college in 

Decorah, Iowa, Lindsey served on the Residence Life staff 

for three years. 

She discovered key ingredients that can turn student hous-

ing into a home, which in turn help young adults to be well-

positioned for success after graduation. 

ñCampus living is an excellent opportunity to help shape a 

studentôs overall college experience, one that allows stu-

dents to learn and grow as an individual in a safe and wel-

coming environment,ò she says. 

ñResidence halls are an intimate place for students to ex-

press themselves, providing a unique opportunity to engage 

in a mutual exchange of ideas, commitments, identities and 

priorities.ò 

Now, the 24-year-old taps into both experiences in her cur-

rent role as resident hall director for 340 first-year students 

at Luther, her alma mater. 

Because her shoes once lived in the very same closets, 

Lindsey understands the challenges freshmen face as they 

work to adjust to freedom while managing their responsi-

bilities. 

Creating a culture of wellness 

ñYoung adults are overstretched and over-committed peo-

ple. It is easy to fall into this trap, especially because we 

live in a culture of business,ò she says. ñI am trying to ad-

dress this issue by encouraging total, complete wellness. 

The hardest part of this is practicing what I preach!ò 

Lindsey finds the connection within a community fascinat-

ing. ñI find great beauty in the African concept of ubuntu: 

óI am because we are.ô We are able to catch glimpses of 

God in our relationships to one another. 

ñGod is working in big and small ways every day; I just 

have to keep my head up and eyes open to behold the 

beauty. I may see God working in a relationship in my life, 

or in the relationships of others, or in the beauty of nature, 

or in challenging lessons.ò
